Installation Instructions

1. Once fitted, the mounting plate can hecome a perma-
nent fixture on the car and need not be removed when
the car is in regular use.

2. The mounting plate fits on the front underside of the
car with its' channel facing up and covering the sway
har. The protruding brackets for the tow bar attachment
face forwards.
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3. The holes on the flanges of the mounting piate line
up with existing bolts on the underside of the car. All
cars have two existing bolts in the front of the sway bar.
Behind the sway bar there are usually four bolts, but
sometimes only two will be found. (See diagram)

4. Remove the boilts on the car and offer up the moun-
ting plate to the car. Carefully check that the boit holes
iine up with the holes in the mounting plate. iIf the align-
ment of the holes is significantly out (which is unusuat)
fite the appropriate holes in the base plate until good
alignment is obtained.

5. At this stage it may be necessary to cbtain some
longer 8mm bolts as the oid boits may not be iong
gnough due to the extra thickness of the mounting plate
flange that they now have to pass through. Attach the
mounting plate to the car. For extra strength and security
we recommend the use of locktite or similar product on
the bolts.

8. The tow bar can now be fitted to the mounting plate
by placing the single tab at the end of each tow bar tube
hetween the two protruding tabs on the mounting plate
and inserting the retaining pins. {See diagram)
